A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF NORTH BRUNSWICK 

CONFIRMING AN EMERGENCY AND THE ROAD AND STORM REPAIR  

UNDER THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS 
 
 

WHEREAS, on February 9, 2022 a portion of Huron Road was damaged due to a vehicle 
weight exceeding the limit causing a sink hole; and 

 
WHEREAS, the necessary information was provided to open a claim with the Garden State 

Joint Insurance Fund; and 
 
WHEREAS, in February, Harrington Construction Co, Inc. (50 Parker Road Chester, NJ 

07930) submitted a proposal in the amount of $8,500.00 to open the sinkhole created to repair the 
drainage pipe; and 

 
WHEREAS, under further inspection, additional work and time was needed due to a 3’ gas 

main pipe running through the existing corrugated pipe; and 
 
WHEREAS, on April 1, 2022, the vendor opened the sinkhole in order for the gas company 

to relocate the 3’ gas main pipe; on April 2, 2022, the vendor reopened the trench and completed the 
initial work causing an additional $13,479.95 in overtime for services provided; and 

 
WHEREAS, additional work was needed to rebuild the existing inlet resulting in an 

additional $3,500.00 in services provided; and  
 
WHEREAS, it has been determined and certified in writing that the repair exceeds 

$17,500.00; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Township of North Brunswick has a need to acquire the services to repair 

the road and drains as a non-fair and open contract pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 19:44A-
20.5; and 
 

WHEREAS, prior to entering onto a contract with the Township Harrington Construction 
Co, Inc. has completed and submitted a Business Entity Disclosure Certification, attached hereto, 
which certifies that they have not made any reportable contributions to a political or candidate 
committee in the Township of North Brunswick in the previous one year, and that the contract will 
prohibit Harrington Construction Co, Inc. from making any reportable contributions through the 
term of the contract; and 
 

WHEREAS, in addition, Harrington Construction Co, Inc. has completed and submitted a 
C.271 Political Contribution Disclosure Form, attached hereto, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.26 
et seq.; and
