restore services necessary for a permanent Certificate of Occupancy; and

WHEREAS, on May 20, 2024, the Township Council approved Resolution 161-5.24
authorizing advertisement for receipt of bids for the Municipal Complex Fire Alarm
Replacement Project, BID24009; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Clerk witnessed the receipt of one (1) bid on June 18, 2024;

and

WHEREAS, the bid submitted by Brockwell & Carrington Contractors, Inc. (1 Como
Court, Towaco, NJ 07082) in the amount of $312,000.00, for estimated quantity items 1-8, was

determined to be the lowest responsible and responsive bidder; and

WHEREAS, Township Attorney Ronald Gordon has reviewed the bid submitted by
Brockwell & Carrington Contractors, Inc. and determined them responsive under the provisions
