WHEREAS, Gianna has attended Judd Elementary, Linwood and North Brunswick Middle School from Kindergarten through 
eighth grade. In 2022, as a seventh grader, Gianna was inducted into the National Junior Honor Society and held the office of  
President during her eighth grade year. While at North Brunswick Middle School, Gianna was a member of the Aubrey Pappas 
Club earning a scholarship during her eighth grade. She also attended the North Brunswick Municipal Alliance Leadership

WHEREAS, Gianna began her interest in soccer and swimming in her hometown of North Brunswick. Gianna played recreation 
soccer starting at age five for North Brunswick’s Soccer Club and was an original member of the North Brunswick Travel Soccer 
Team at age eight. Gianna began her early interest for swimming with the Township and later joined the North Brunswick Rapids 
Summer Swim Team at the age of eight, prior to moving to Brookside’s Summer Team during COVID; and 

 
WHEREAS, Gianna currently plays Travel Soccer for the Jersey Knights where she is coached by Meghan Carroll (formally 
Megan Knoth) She just completed her seventh season swimming for the Raritan Valley YMCA Riptide Swim Team coached by 
Brian Rose. At Riptide, Gianna is a member of the Senior National Team for her third year and travels to Charlotte, NC each 

March to compete with teams from around the United States; and  
 
WHEREAS, Gianna at the age of thirteen spent countless hours on Sundays and summers volunteering teaching children how to 
swim at the YMCA. Gianna volunteers, as time allows, at the NJ Special Olympic swim meets and will help coach the younger 
swimmers of Riptide; and  
 
WHEREAS, Gianna has a pet Guinea Pig named Fred.  One unique talent Gianna has is that she used to be able to play the 
theme to the “Titanic, on the recorder with her nose”.  In her spare time, Gianna loves to attend the New Jersey Devils games and
